Back in Kansas City, briefly explore Westport for unique
souvenirs or admire Union Station’s grand architecture.
For an unforgettable dinner this evening, visit Joe’s
Kansas City Bar-B-Que, a world-renowned spot serving
exceptional barbecue out of a gas station. Don’t miss their
famous Z-Man sandwich, featuring tender brisket topped
with onion rings.

Wrap up your visit with a leisurely drive through
downtown's vibrant Power & Light District and experience
the lively nightlife vibe.
